From Freedom or Death, Emmeline Pankhurst 1913 (English Political Activist who ' n
organised the Suffragette movement and helped women win the right to vote. This [
speech was one of many she made denouncing inequality) ‘ )

Human life for us is sacred, but we say if any life is to be sacrificed it shall be
ours; we won't do it ourselves, but we will put the enemy in the position
where they will have to choose between giving us freedom or giving us death.

From The Struggle for Human Rights Speech, Eleanor Roosevelt 1948 (Eleanor Roosevelt was the first
chairperson of the United Nations Commission on Human Rights and she played an instrumental role in
drafting the Universal Declaration of Human Rights)

We must not be confused about what freedom is. Basic human rights are simple and easily
understood: freedom of speech and a free press; freedom of religion and worship; freedom of
assembly and the right of petition; the right of men to be secure in their homes and free from
unreasonable search and seizure and from arbitrary arrest and punishment.

From The Wind of Change, Harold Macmillan 1960 (Prime Minister of England - this speech was addressed
to the South African Parliament and was about racial discrimination and slavery)

The wind of change is blowing through this continent, and whether we like it or not, this growth of
national consciousness is a political fact. We must all accept it as a fact, and our national policies
must take account of it..

From the | Have a Dream Speech, Martin Luther King 1963 (Leader of the Civil
Rights Movement in USA - this speech was made during the March on Washington
where 10s of thousands of people marched to demand equality and freedom)

| have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and live out the true

meaning of its creed: “We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men A

are created equal.

From | Am Prepared to Die, Nelson Mandela 1964 (This speech was made from the dock during the trial
which would end with Nelson Mandela being sentenced to life in prison. He served 27 years before being
released in 1990)

During my lifetime | have dedicated myself to this struggle of the African people. | have fought
against white domination, and | have fought against black domination. | have cherished the ideal of a
democratic and free society in which all persons live together in harmony and with equal
opportunities. It is an ideal which | hope to live for and to achieve. But if needs be, it is an ideal for
which | am prepared to die

From The Perils of Indifference, Elie Wiesel 1999 (Elie was a Holocaust survivor who became a writer,
professor and activist. In 1986 he won the Nobel Peace Prize. This speech was made to President Clinton
and others in the White House)
Indifference elicits no response. Indifference is not a response. Indifference is not a beginning; it is
an end. And, therefore, indifference is always the friend of the enemy, for it benefits the aggressor —
never his victim, whose pain is magnified when he or she feels forgotten. The political prisoner in his
cell, the hungry children, the homeless refugees — not to respond to their plight, not to relieve their
solitude by offering them a spark of hope is to exile them from human memory. And in denying their
humanity, we betray our own.
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The Hill We Climb - Amanda Gorman

When day comes, we ask ourselves where can we find light in this never-ending shade?

The loss we carry, a sea we must wade.

To compose a country committed to all cultures, colours, characters, and conditions of man.
And so we lift our gazes not to what stands between us, but what stands before us.

We close the divide because we know, to put our future first,

we must first put our differences aside.

We lay down our arms so we can reach out our arms to one another.

We seek harm to none and harmony for all.

Let the globe, if nothing else, say this is true:

That even as we grieved, we grew.

That even as we hurt, we hoped.

That even as we tired, we tried.

That we'll forever be tied together, victorious.

Not because we will never again know defeat, but because we will never again sow division.

Scripture tells us to envision that everyone shall sit under their own vine and fig tree
and no one shall make them afraid.

If we're to live up to our own time, then victory won't lie in the blade,
but in all the bridges we've made.

That is the promise to glade, the hill we climb, if only we dare.

It's because being American is more than a pride we inherit.

It's the past we step into and how we repair it.

We've seen a force that would shatter our nation rather than share it.
Would destroy our country if it meant delaying democracy.

This effort very nearly succeeded.

But while democracy can be periodically delayed,

it can never be permanently defeated.

In this truth, in this faith, we trust,

for while we have our eyes on the future,
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This is the era of just redemption.

We feared it at its inception.

We did not feel prepared to be the heirs of such a terrifying hour,

but within it, we found the power to author a new chapter,

to offer hope and laughter to ourselves.

So while once we asked, ‘How could we possibly prevail over catastrophe? now we assert, ‘How
could catastrophe possibly prevail over us?

We will not march back to what was, but move to what shall be:

A country that is bruised but whole, benevolent but bold, fierce and free.

We will not be turned around or interrupted by intimidation because we know our inaction and
inertia will be the inheritance of the next generation.

Our blunders become their burdens.

But one thing is certain:

If we merge mercy with might, and might with right, then love becomes our legacy and change,
our children’s birth-right.

So let us leave behind a country better than the one we were left.
With every breath from my bronze-pounded chest,

we will raise this wounded world into a wondrous one.

We will rise from the golden hills of the west.

We will rise from the wind-swept north-east where our forefathers first realized revolution.
We will rise from the lake-rimmed cities of the midwestern states.

We will rise from the sun-baked south.

We will rebuild, reconcile, and recover.

In every known nook of our nation, in every corner called our country,
our people, diverse and beautiful, will emerge, battered and beautiful.
When day comes, we step out of the shade, aflame and unafraid.

The new dawn blooms as we free it.

For there is always light,

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Quotes from Pope Francis on Social Justice Issues

“Jesus tells us what the ‘protocol’ is, on which we will be judged. It is the one we read in chapter 25
of Matthew’s Gospel: | was hungry, | was thirsty, | was in prison, | was sick, | was naked and you
helped me, clothed me, visited me, took care of me. Whenever we do this to one of our brothers,
we do this to Jesus. Caring for our neighbor; for those who are poor, who suffer in body and in
soul, for those who are in need. This is the touchstone.”

“Without a solution to the problems of the poor, we will not solve the
problems of the world. We need projects, mechanisms and processes

to implement better distribution of resources, from the creation of é >~ \
new jobs to the integral promotion of those who are excluded'.” Z

“When money, instead of man, is at the center of the system, when money becomes an idol, men
and women are reduced to simple instruments of a social and economic system, which is
characterized, better yet dominated, by profound inequalities. So we discard whatever is not

useful to this logic; it is this attitude that discards children and older people, and is now affecting
the young.”

“We are all equal - all of us - but this truth is not recognized, this equality is not recognized, and
for this reason some people are, we can say, happier than others. But this is not a right! We all
have the same rights. When we do not see this, society is unjust. It does not follow the rule of
justice, and where there is no justice, there cannot be peace. | would like to repeat this with you:
where there is no justice, there is no peace!”

We are faced not with two separate crises, one environmental
and the other social, but rather with one complex crisis which is
both social and environmental. Strategies for a solution demand
an integrated approach to combating poverty, restoring dignity
to the excluded, and at the same time protecting nature.

If we approach nature and the environment without...openness to awe and wonder, if we no
longer speak the language of fraternity and beauty in our relationship with the world, our attitude
will be that of masters, consumers, ruthless exploiters, unable to set limits on their immediate
needs. By contrast, if we feel intimately united with all that exists, then sobriety and care will well
up spontaneously.

“The Church is likewise conscious of the responsibility which all of us have for our world, for the
whole of creation, which we must love and protect. There is much that we can do to benefit the
poor, the needy and those who suffer, and to favour justice, promote reconciliation and build
peace. But before all else we need to keep alive in our world the thirst for the absolute, and to
counter the dominance of a one-dimensional vision of the human person, a vision which reduces
human beings to what they produce and to what they consume: this is one of the most insidious
temptations of our time.”

Migrants and refugees are not pawns on the
chessboard of humanity. They are children,
women and men who leave or who are forced to
leave their homes for various reasons, who
share a legitimate desire for knowing and
having, but above all for being more
